FR. MOLONEY on ABSENTEE LANDLORDS:

“They have taken possession of every inch of land held by 130 families. They have razed to the ground 113 houses. Some families suffering from fever have been thrown by the ditchside. One thousand five hundred have been swept pre​maturely into eternity. Of these, since last November, 79 were buried without coffins in graveyards, five to my own knowledge in cabbage gardens and ditches and seventeen remained from four to eight days uninterred. So much for the dead. Fever and a species of very fatal flux rage among the survivors of the poor here”:
